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The Western Teaching Method and Student Movement: On the Dual Duty of the
Student Community in Southwest Associated University from the Perspective of the
Drama Art Group

Abstract: With the outbreak of Anti—Japanese War in 1937, many northern universities, such as Tsinghua, Peking,
and Nankai were heading to the south one after another.
